LIJ, representing a workforce of more
than 42,000, is investing $400 million to
subsidize and integrate electronic health
records in the practices of up to 9,000
employed and community-based physi-
cians affiliated with the health system.

We
will track patients across the con-
tinuum, monitor outcomes, share
information, transfer information
from one location to another,
measure quality, and reduce the
annoyance that patients currently

suffer by having to repeat things over and
over again.

When people come to North Shore-LlIJ,
they will receive the full complement of
services, easily coordinated, with total
transparency and communication. When
people leave at the end of the day, we want
them to say, “That was a great experience.”

February events link Islanders to heart
health seminars and screenings. Cardiology
Director Dr. Thomas Costantino delivers an
annual presentation on the prevention and
early warning signs of heart disease. In con-
junction with the American Heart
Association, STUH makes a meaningful cel-
ebration of “Go Red Day for Women.”
Cholesterol testing is offered to check HDL,
LDL, and Alc. Weight screenings are avail-
able, as are health education materials and
healthy heart recipes. SIUH was lauded by
the AHA for making the most generous
“Go Red” contribution in the U.S.

As October rings in, SIUH offers eligi-
ble women mammograms and teaches self-
breast exam through the Cancer Services
Program, funded through a state grant.

To identify the most appropriate public health priorities for Staten
Island, SIUH collaborates with community health partners: New
York City Housing Authority, the Service Auxiliary of UAME Church,
First Central Baptist Church, Jewish Community Center, Community
Health Action of Staten Island, American Cancer Society,
Community Health Center of Port Richmond and others.

The city and state Health Department data identifies Staten
Island with the highest smoking rates, and significantly higher
death rates from heart disease and cancer. The hospital’s Capstone
Project changed the way we register inpatients. Now having the
ability to identify smokers unit by unit, room by room, allows for
each to be offered smoking cessation.

Surviving Disaster: collaborative efforts are underway between
hospital and community in conjunction with New York City agencies
involved in responding to emergencies due to natural disasters,
pandemics, or war. Lectures on community preparedness are
presented at the hospital and community venues.

An important target of this year’s prevention agenda is obesity
in children and adults. The prevention and management of obesity
manifest a direct effect on the prevention of type 2 and gestational
diabetes, including the potential for serious co-morbidities.
Obesity demands increasing attention through screening and
educational activities.
